1.  The King Is MIRACULOUS in How He Came!

Ø Jesus Christ came in earthly HUMANITY.

2. The King Is MAJESTIC in Who He Is! 

 
 
Who He Is 
 

Ø As the Wonderful Counselor, Jesus Christ is the SOURCE of wisdom—trust 
Him. 

 
 
Ø As the Mighty God, Jesus Christ EMPOWERS us to do His will—follow Him. 
 
 
 

Ø As the Everlasting Father, Jesus Christ LOVES us endlessly—run to Him. 
 
 
Ø As the Prince Of Peace, Jesus Christ RECONCILES us while we are still

3. The King Is MIGHTY in What He Will Do!

Ø Jesus Christ will rule COMPLETELY. 
 
 
Ø Jesus Christ will rule ETERNALLY.

What Child Is This? He Is God’s Gift to US!
